Top 10 Master highlights of the year 2021:

1. The Master keeps growing substantially! We had received 302 applications (compared
to 45 in the first cohort in 2016).

2. The Master core team continue to work hard day and night (Gabriela from Brazil,
Monika from Slovakia and Sonia from Colombia) and Axel as our advice-giver and
backup. We implement what we preach! i.e. excellent example of interdisciplinarity and
team work approach!

3. Inspite of the COVID-19 situation, the majority of excursions were successfully imple-
mented this year, including the trip to WHO in Geneva, visiting the international organ-
izations and Basel Swiss Tropical Institute. Graduation was held on 17.09.21, with par-
ticipation of the majority of thesis supervisors. 14 students successfully received their
Diplomas; 3 students dropped out and two students failed and re-wrote the thesis.
